The Interesting Narrative of Olaudah Equiano, or Gustavus Vassa, The African, is indeed an

interesting autobiography that is perhaps the best known piece of Romantic era black British

antislavery writing or slave narrative.One of the most interesting things about it is that it was

encouraged, published, and propagandized by white British abolitionists in the ultimately successful

movement to end the slave trade in Great Britain. Another interesting aspect of the Narrative is its

demonstration of the sophistication of language and the deftness of thought of its author, who was

enslaved by fellow Africans in what is now Nigeria, sold to English slave traders, served on board

ships and became an able seaman in the Royal Navy during the Napoleonic Wars, saved his

money and rose into the mercantile class, and, at the end of his full life left a considerable fortune to

his daughter.This Penguin Classics edition, introduced and edited by Vincent Carretta, includes

copious but not overwhelmingly detailed notes and appendices.If you are interested in race, class,

war, Romanticism, and a compelling story, this is a book for you.Stephen Cheney-Rice

I have never read a more well written book.
