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Purchasing this, I was wondering if perhaps this might contain such stories as found in

TolkienÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s less famous [than Lord of the Rings] work ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Å“The Father

Christmas LettersÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â•, in which the titular hero also must deal with troublesome orcs

and the like.In feel, however, the book turned out to be much more like The Hobbit (both in writing

style and in theme ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â€• and thereÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s plenty of plot overlap also), at

least after the first chapter or so, anyway, since the books start very differently.There was one point

where I found the author borrowed a little unreasonably heavily from the Hobbit, in which a

character engages in a life-and-death game of ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Å“riddles in the darkÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â•

with a sssibilant-hisssing underground creature with big lamp-like eyes.IÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢ve

mentioned the style is similar to TolkienÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s style in The Hobbit (notably different

from TolkienÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s style in some of his other works, including the much more

ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Å“VirgilianÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â• LoTR books), and one can take that as a thumbs-up from

me. In the technical aspect of the writing, the book is well-written; I find no fault and

IÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢m a hard person to please in that regard.Storywise, the plot is nothing

groundbreaking, but steers clear enough of overused tropes and succeeds in adding a new twist to

a lot of little things here and there, so all credit to it for that. Not sure why itÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s

currently listed in Christian Fantasy, as IÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢m not seeing the Christian aspect here

(and certainly it has nothing to do with the Christian St. Nicholas; the name is all they have in

common and they even came by that in unrelated ways).I give this four stars rather than five for only

two reasons: one is the aforementioned ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Å“riddles in the darkÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â• scene

that was a bit brazenly lifted for my taste; the more important reason though is that for me it lacked

that special extra something, the magic that from some books will stay with me for days

ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â€• or sometimes, very much longer; weeks, years, decades ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â€• and



that makes it unputdownable while IÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢m reading. That said, I did read this all in one

sitting, as I generally do with most books and this one is quite a quick read in any case.All in all

though, an enjoyable book well-written.

I have always been fan of fantasy novels, movies, and even videogames. Lord of the Rings trilogy,

Harry Potter and the Seven Books, HobbitÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ these are only few from the series of

fantasy-themed books that I have read in the past years.When I first saw this novel and its title, the

very first thing that came to my mind is that this is probably another Christmas tale of some sort.

However, after a bit of examination, I have discovered that our Santa from this novel has nothing to

do with the bearded old man that likes to jump through chimneys and fill our socks with all kinds of

goodies.Santa Claus is the king of elves and as such, he is always on a quest (of defending his

realm from never-ending invaders in form of ghouls, goblins, and even dragons). This is excellent,

especially if you are a fantasy-novel fan, like me. However, a lot more is needed if someone wants

to write a quality story with fantasy elements. For instance, the story needs to be able to attract its

readers. It needs to be easy and immersive and I have to say that Mr. B. C. Chase did an excellent

job here. Too bad the novel does not have at least two hundred pages more. My opinion is that a

fantasy novel with less than three hundred pages cannot comprehend everything the author maybe

wanted to show us when he introduced us into his fantasy world.Overall, I like this novel a lot, but

since it is too short, I will give it 4 out of 5.

If you love Christmas and Lord of the Rings / The Hobbit then you will very much enjoy this tale. It is

almost fan fiction when you compare the two but enjoyable none the less. I did find it interesting how

the author portrayed the ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Å“revealingÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â• of this story.

I started reading this book based on the underlying premise of Santa Claus' background story. It

sounded intriguing as I've been a fan of fantasy and sci-fi my entire life. However, after four

chapters, I found the writing to be juvenile at best and pedantic at worst, e.g., "Myckel, Kintel and



Santa made very good progress south through the forest.
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
