His last and most adventurous work was almost complete at the time of his death in 2006, and a
handful of his gardening friends gladly finished the task. lllustrated with stunning photographs by
Jonathan Buckley, "Exotic Planting for Adventurous Gardeners" both inspires and instructs.

This little gem sets a person free to enjoy the tropical feel of large foliage, bold color, wild scale
contrasts that make a traditional border seem tame. Filled with photographs and practical advice on
maintaining tender perennials in cold climates as well as lots of personal observations by Lloyd
about the Dixter microclimates and gardening in general. His wry observations about people are

also quite charming.
