She then gets into a chapter of do’s and don’t putting restrictions of when a how one
should go into a trance. Only in certain weather, times of the month, times of day, etc. Putting these
restrictions on trance work is putting yourself into a box, that once in, would be hard to expand out

of. And isn’t trance all about expanding yourself?
