Her
mother, Renee, has left them, her brother Parker is in jail and her father, Cormac, is already on to
the next con. And Grace? Grace is tired.She is having serious doubts about her ability to carry on
with the current con and watch another personAfA¢A & -A 4,¢s life be ruined by

CormacAfA¢A a -A 4,¢s actions...and hers. Grace is still reeling from the Playa Hermosa con that
left an entire family in ruins. She canAfA¢A a -A 4,¢t stop thinking about Logan and her part in
hurting him.With Parker in jail, convicted of a shooting he had no part in, she has lost her only
confidante, her only piece of sanity in the life that she leads. Cormac keeps saying that they will go
after him and get him out, but itAfA¢A a -A 4,¢s been months and Cormac

hasnAfA¢A a -A a,¢t done a thing.So while Cormac is out with his newest con, Grace makes a
decision: she will get Parker out of jail herself. Taking all of the money that they have left, Grace
decides to go back to Playa Hermosa and set things right.Only thing is, she has no idea how to do
this.

How can she come
to terms with her actions but still call herself a good person?l also loved the isolation in Promises |
Made. In Lies | Told, Grace has a family and is part of a family unit, such as it is. In Promises |
Made, she is alone and Zink writes this so well that midway through the book you are aching for
Grace and hoping for her.l loved the character development in this book. Grace has to make some
difficult decisions and come to terms with a lot of heavy stuff: what makes a family, can she live with
the choices she made, can she be responsible for terrible decision but still consider herself a good
person? Grace grew more as a person trying to live beyond the con and form a life for herself, on
her terms.We spend a lot of time alone with Grace and we really get to know her better. This would
not have worked in the hands of a lesser writer, but Zink pulls it off with aplomb. | thought | knew
what Grace was capable of after reading Lies | Told, but in Promises | Made, you learn the true
strength of her spirit as she comes to grips with the decisions she has made and chooses to make
new ones instead.This book moved me, incredibly so. WeAfA¢A & -A 4,¢ve all struggled with
finding our place in life, with choices weAfA¢A a -A a,¢ve made, with being told what we must do
but rebelling against it. Watching Grace struggle, survive and grow on this journey was a privilege

Zink has really upped the ante in this sequel. Everything that Grace was feeling and going through
is so much more real than the first book (Lies | Told). While the ending seems a bit too put together,
| really like what happens with all the characters, and how Zink isn’t afraid to get a bit dark when
we’re inside Grace’s head. It wouldn’t be believable if she didn’t have some darker thoughts,
considering her life, but Grace doesn't let that hold her down or give up. A quick read and needed
sequel, Promises | Made was an enjoyable read with a nicely wrapped conclusion to this duology.
