I'm great with

the birds but some are very hard to identify and New Jersey is well known for "Birds of Prey"

(Hawks, etc) which in flight, all look alike.This booklet is great to practice with and also if taking

photographs, to later look at your photos and then identify the photos as to what bird you

photograph.That way you do not interrupt with your birding. In between birdwatching, you can take a

close-up photo, and continue watching birds.There are many of these guides out for different

places. I would recommend this one to anyone going to New Jersey and wants to really see the

birds!

I'm an armchair bird watcher and I have been amazed at how many birds I have seen in my back

yard. I only wish the guide told where there were differences where the male and female look

different.
